Scope of Agreement:
This agreement is between Caspian Summer Photography (who shall hereby be referred to as “Photographer”), and the client, whose name, address, and contact information can be found above (who shall hereby be referred to as “Client”). 

The portrait sitting which this contract concerns shall hereby be referred to as “session” or just as “portrait sitting”.  The term “Experience & Investment Guide” refers to the attached document only, which shall bear the logo of Caspian Summer Photography.

The contract terms, signing agreement, and Experience & Investment Guide are the only legally binding documents between the aforementioned Parties. 

Contract Terms:
Portrait Sitting: The Client is guaranteed by the Photographer a portrait sitting that lasts as long as the Client's selected portrait package dictates in the Experience & Investment Guide. The session may be done by either Kara Stevens or a photographer she judges to be of equal skill.

Initial Payment:  An initial payment of $100.00 must be made up front by the Client to the Photographer on the date of the consultation before the portrait sitting. This payment is not a retainer nor a deposit, and is non-refundable. This initial payment reserves the Photographer's time and the Photographer, upon receiving this payment, agrees not to advertise the mutually agreed upon time and date to other clients. Payments may be made with either a check made out to the Photographer or in Cash, which will be documented on this contract. 
Fees (Remaining Payment):  The remaining amount of the total price of the photography package must be made no more than 5 calendar days after receiving the proofs. Payments may be made with either a check made out to the Photographer or in Cash, which will be documented on this contract. 
Cancellation: Caspian Summer understands that sometimes a situation arises that requires the Client to cancel their portrait sitting. In the event that the Client wishes to cancel their portrait sitting, the Photographer requests that the cancellation be made no less than 5 calendar days before the session is set to occur. The Initial Payment, being non-refundable, is forfeited in the event of cancellation. Cancellations for distanced portrait sittings must be done prior to travel arrangements being made, or the Client will be required to pay the full price of the travel arrangements, as well as the full session fee, regardless of the cancellation. 
Postponement: Caspian Summer also understands that sometimes portrait sittings need to be postponed due to a variety of reasons. For the Client's convenience, a session may be postponed by the Client without additional charge, providing that the client gives no less than 24 hours notice, exactly 1 time. Additional postponements will result in the Initial Payment of $100.00 toward the total fees for the photographic services to be forfeited. The Initial Payment will need to be made again, but outside of the Initial Payment, no other fees shall be accrued by the Client for another postponement. Postponements, unfortunately, may not be made in the instance of a distanced portrait sitting unless they are made before the Photographer's travel arrangements are secured.

Late Arrivals: The Photographer understands that things happen and we all meet delays along the way from time to time. For this reason, there is a ten minute grace period immediately following the mutually agreed upon session start time. If the Client is late more than ten minutes to their session, though, the additional time will be deducted from the time allotted in the package the Client selected from the Experience & Investment Guide. 

Cooperation/No Shows: The Photographer is not responsible if the Client or other parties intended to be included in the session fail to appear or refuse to cooperate. If the Client or other parties intended to be included in the photographs fail to show up for their session, the Initial Payment shall be forfeited. 

Weather: If it is not possible for the scheduled session to take place on the agreed date at the agreed time due to weather, the Photographer and the Client will reschedule the shoot for the earliest mutually agreed time free of charge. The safety of all involved parties is important to the Photographer, so this includes not only weather where the shoot will take place, but weather conditions involved in traveling to the selected location(s). 

Reshoots: In the unlikely event that the Client is completely dissatisfied with the work provided to them, the Photographer agrees to do a reshoot at a 30% discount from the original price at a newly mutually agreed upon date and time. The Client, upon requesting a reshoot, may then only order photographs from the second session. In the unlikely event that the Photographer finds the finished product from a session unusable due to technical problems (camera failure or exposure issues), the Photographer agrees to do a reshoot at no additional charge to the Client. 

Artistic Rights: The Photographer reserves the right to select from the shoot which photographs to present to the Client in proof format. 

Proofs: After a portrait sitting, proofs from the session will be made available to the Client within one week via a private online gallery or through Google Docs. From these proofs, the Client should select within five days either the number of photographs dictated by their selected package or that number of photographs plus the number of photographs they would like to add to their package that they would like to receive in finished format. The use of proofs by the Client for anything other than viewing for ordering purposes is strictly forbidden by the Photographer.

Copyright: All images are copyrighted to and remain the property of Kara Stevens.

Client's Usage: The photographs the Client receives in either digital or print format are for the Client's personal use only. The Client shall not sell the photographs presented to them by the Photographer or authorize any other party to sell the photographs. Photographs for publication (editorial, advertising, public relations, etc.) require written consent from the Photographer prior to the session. In such instances, a credit line must appear on or near the photo, indicating that the photo was taken by Kara Stevens of Caspian Summer.
Model Release: The Client grants to the Photographer the unrestricted and irrevocable right to use and publish the photographs of the Client or the Client's child/children. These photographs may be used in editorial, advertisement, trade, and other ways without restriction. The Client hereby releases the Photographer and the legal representatives of the Photographer from all claims and liability relating to said photographs. People over the age of 18 to be included in the photographs must also sign this section of the contract, granting unrestricted and irrevocable right to the Photographer to use and publish the photographs including them in the same ways that have been outline above for the Client.
Print Release: The Client has the right to have any finished photographs that were presented to them in digital format reproduced in print format for personal use only. The Client does not have the right to print any digital proofs. 
Exhibition: The Client grants the Photographer permission to display images from this session as an example of the Photographer's work and for entrance into photography competitions and releases all claims to profits that may arise from the use of the photographs. 

Limit of Liability: We take care of our Client's photographs. However, in the event that the photographs from the session are damaged, stolen, or destroyed in any way, the Photographer is liable only for a complete refund of the Client's fees, or, if the Client prefers, for a reshoot without any additional cost. In the event that the Photographer is injured or too ill to make it to the session, a reschedule will be offered without any additional charge to the Client or the Client's full fees will be refunded. If the session must occur on the mutually agreed upon date, the Photographer will make every effort to find a photographer to replace them. If, in this situation, a replacement photographer is unable to be found, the Photographer's liability is limited to a refunding of all of the fees paid by the Client. 

Changes to This Agreement: Changes to this agreement may be made, but should be explicitly noted in the section below. These changes may come at an additional cost to the Client if the Client wishes add items from the Experience & Investment Guide during the shoot, or if the Client wishes to amend the date and time of the shoot more than once.
